


▪ Tigrinya is a language spoken by the people of the Tigray region of North Ethiopia, 
as well as being the main language of Eritrea.

▪ It was created in Eritrea around the 13th century.

▪ It is not the only language spoken in these regions. Italian and Arabic are also 
common, while Ge’ez is a language used exclusively for religious purpose.

▪ There 9,850,000 native speaker.

▪ In Eritrea, Tigrinya speakers are officially known as the Bihére-Tigrigna”.

related to Arabic, Hebrew and Aramaic

group in Eritrea.

▪ A typical traditional Eritrean dish consists 
of injera accompanied by a spicy stew, 
which frequently includes beef, goat, lamb 
or fish.
